Sharan Sthan (Place of refuge) is Sahaara's mitiative to rehabilitate wwomen
exiting prostitution. These women are enabled to embark on a journey of
healing past trauma and are equipped towards gamnfid employment.

Rakhi* hailed from a village in West Bengal, India and was trafficked intoa
Mumbai brothel by her own neighbor. Rakhi became pregnant and
enrolled to benefit from Sahaara's medical and counseling services. As
trust grew into influence, Sahaara staff’ began to persuade Rakhi to leave
the sex trade and join Sharan Sthan for her own safety. Subsequently, Rakhi
exited the red light area with Sahaara's help and was admitted into a
hospital. Most unfortunately, at the time of delivery, Rakhi's baby was still born.

Rakhi was bereaved and deeply distressed; however, she steeled her resolve and decided to return to
Sharan Sthan. In Sharan Sthan, Rakhi has embarked on the healing journey of overcoming her past
and sowing into her future. She enjoys being a part of the Sharan Sthan family stating that she feels
as if she is at home. She enjoys singing and music. She has enrolled into adult literacy and
vocational training equipping her for a productive future.
